Wyberton is linked with Frampton (‘held in plurality’ is the formal status) and
St Leodegar’s is also one of the 32 churches in the local Holland Deanery. We
often join them and with other denominations for a variety of events. With
CTIB (Churches Together in Boston) we connect with the RoadHog Bus, a
youth mission project, the annual Walk of Witness and the Centrepoint
Outreach charity for the homeless. With Frampton and Kirton churches we
form the ‘Open the Book’ team conducting assembly for primary schools.
Every year, between Ascension and Pentecost we are called to join the global
wave of prayer called ‘Thy Kingdom Come’. In this
deanery and across Lincolnshire every day at 6pm
a church was nominated to hold a prayer service to
join the worldwide effort. This year the first of
these services was held in Wyberton, and we were
joined by the Bishop of Grantham for the event. A
special occasion for us, as we were able to take our part in the life of the
church whilst ‘in vacancy’, (without a resident priest).

For a short time
onIy (we hope) there are some great examples on the ground at the east end
of the church. The apse roof, built in 1760, is
disintegrating, and with every storm since the

so take a look whilst you can. The PCC is doing its
best to find the twenty-five thousand pounds
needed for renewal, but having suffered two
thefts of lead in the past six years and having to
support sophisticated alarm systems to prevent recurrence this is dependent
on charity and heritage grants. We will keep you informed!
